At Good Hope Middle School, the Physical Education department takes great pride in leading and teaching the students how to be healthy, fit young individuals. In physical education the students will learn not only how to be physically fit young student how to work as a team in cooperation to achieve goals. At the beginning of the year, each P.E. teacher will assess the students with a physical fitness test. This test will be given the first two weeks of school. Sit-ups, push and shuttle runs are a few of the things that we test to measure the students’ abdominal strength, upper body strength, and cardiovascular endurance. The fitness test will be given at the end of the year during the month of May. This is a perfect way to start the year to see where we need to work and grow.
